May 16, 2011 – Barbra Gold, Executive Director of Donald Berman Maimonides 
Geriatric Centre and Jewish Eldercare Centre, received a prestigious award from the 
Quebec association of health and social service establishments (AQESSS) on May 
13th. Ms. Gold received the award given to an Executive Director demonstrating 
exceptional leadership. She was recognized for being the architect behind a geriatric 
centre of excellence and for her role in shaping the way geriatric care is provided on 
a local, national and international level.
